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ABSTRACT: About 300,000 people from Palestine still have lived as refugees for more than
60 years ever in Lebanon. Since they have no citizenship, public service of welfare and
medical treatment cannot be received and they need to depend on support of the United
Nations or NGO. Early in the 1990s, local NGO started the dental service for children in the
refugee camp. Especially children dental service gives dental checkup and treatment to
kindergartener's in five refugee camps and every year that service supports more than 5000
children comprehensively. Two dentists of this children dental service introduce the
Palestinian refugee’s present situation and the present condition of the children dental
service in the refugee camp.
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
